Minutes of the Kentucky Association of Conservation District Employees
May 14, 2009

Woodford County Conservation District, Versailles, Kentucky

Members present:  Brian Hacker – President, Linda Russell – Secretary, Stephanie Young – Treasurer, Leslie Fourqurean – Area 1 Representative, Wanda Gilbert – Area 7 Representative, Martha Newby – Reporter, and Avo Huddleston – Associate Member.

President Brian Hacker called the meeting to order at 10:30 a.m. ET.  Linda Russell presented the minutes of the April 17 meeting and April 21 conference call.  Stephanie Young moved to approve the minutes seconded by Leslie Fourqurean.  Motion carried.

Stephanie Young presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Wanda Gilbert moved to approve the report and file for audit seconded by Linda Russell.  Motion carried.  Stephanie reported that from January 1 to date we have received $1400 in donations from 14 conservation districts.  We appreciate and value their support of our organization.
We have only one valid credit card (Brian Hacker’s) since Valorie Floyd resigned as Treasurer.   A new credit card will be ordered after officer elections in July.  

We need to check and see who is on our bond and make changes accordingly.  We may also need to increase our bond amount if/when we receive grant funds.
Bills to be paid:

(c) Linda Russell – $13.78 for cards

(d) Woodford County Conservation District – $200 for ink purchase for KACDE printing

Leslie Fourqurean moved to approve payment of the bills seconded by Stephanie Young.  Motion carried.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Fundraising Committee Report – Stephanie Young is still making phone charms for the Benevolence Fund.  These may be custom designed by contacting her.  We may be offering beaded eyeglass chains.  Stephanie is checking on the cost of these.  If anyone needs tickets to sell for the Wii Gaming System or the Kentucky State Park Pass and Gift Certificate, please contact anyone on the Executive Board and we will see that you get these.  We also need donations for the Membership Gardening Basket.  All Executive Board officers are asked to please donate a gardening related item for the basket.  Email Martha Newby and let her know what you are donating to avoid duplicates.  
Awards Committee Report – Wanda Gilbert reported she ordered star pins for the awards at KACD luncheon.  Kentucky Shine Award winner for Area 8 is still to be announced.  The “Super” Star Nominee for May is Glen Barrick, supervisor in Barren County.  “Who’s In The Limelight?” May issue will be sent out before the end of the month.  
Nomination Committee Report – Linda Smith, Committee Chair, sent the following report:  Two notices have been emailed asking for nominations for KACDE offices that include Vice President, Treasurer, Area Reps 1, 3, 5, 7, and 9.  An announcement was also submitted in the Kentucky Shines Newsletter and emailed to all district employees.  Nominations have been received for all area reps except Area 3.  No nominations at this time for Vice President or Treasurer.  Two have acknowledged interest in Treasurer but have not committed at this time.

OLD BUSINESS

1. KACD Luncheon Preparations – Leslie Fourqurean moved to purchase supplies for booklets seconded by Stephanie Young.  Motion carried.  We will assemble the booklets later this afternoon.  

2. Audit of Treasurer’s Report – The internal audit was conducted May 1.  The Audit Committee said all the books were in excellent order and the accounts balanced.

3. Update on request from Brenda Truett, Jackson County – Wanda Gilbert reported she contacted various insurance companies including Blue Cross & Blue Shield and Farm Bureau and all stated the only way they could do group health insurance coverage is if an agency sponsored us for a certain percentage, otherwise we would have to get individual policies.  At the current time this is not possible. 
4. Update on gift for retired district employee – District Employees who wish to make a donation for Miki Silva may give them to Patricia Bennett of Clark County at the KACD convention in July.

5. Update on Envirothon Grant Proposal – Cheryl Bersaglia is working on this with Toshiba.
NEW BUSINESS

1. New Employee Gifts for Luncheon – We have some caps, a few ceramic star dishes, and Stephanie has several candles and silver gift bags.  Leslie Fourqurean moved to have Stephanie Young be in charge of the gifts for the new district employees seconded by Wanda Gilbert.  Motion carried.  We know of some new employees:  Eric Phillips, Franklin County, and Susan Kyler, Trigg County.
2. Bank Signature Cards – Wanda Gilbert moved to add the Secretary and Reporter to the bank signature card seconded by Leslie Fourqurean.  Motion carried.

3. Convention Contract with Jabez – Brian Hacker received the contract from Jabez for our annual convention in September.  Leslie Fourqurean moved to approve Brian to sign the contract and send the $100 deposit seconded by Stephanie Young.  Motion carried.
4. Convention Presenter’s Gifts – Stephanie Young informed the board that Boyd County Conservation District is donating items we can give to the presenter’s to save us money.  This year we will place the Thank You cards in with their gift.   Stephanie also has items for the welcome bags for Jabez.  We don’t need to bring anything for these.
5. NACD Meeting – Stephanie Young reported that for the past 4 or 5 years she has worked at the registration booth at the meeting.  Each year when companies or agencies donate items (such as ink pens) for the welcome bags NACD charges them a fee of $300 because this is considered advertising.  No one has donated pens for several years.  NACD said they would waive the fee for KACDE if we wanted to donate ink pens.  We will check on prices for 1000 pens and report on this later.  The next national meeting is in February of 2010.
