Kentucky Association of Conservation District Employees Meeting

July 12, 2009

KACD Convention, The Galt House in Louisville, Kentucky

Those present:  Brian Hacker – President, Linda Smith – Past President, Linda Russell – Secretary, Stephanie Young – Acting Treasurer & Area 8 Rep, Martha Newby – Reporter, Leslie Fourqurean – Area 1 Rep, Shelley Isenberg – Area 3 Rep, and Sandy Gay – Area 9 Rep, Cindy King – Acting Vice President, Stephanie Hacker – Associate Member.
President Brian Hacker called the meeting to order at 10:00 p.m. ET.  

Linda Russell presented the minutes of the May 19 and June 12 conference calls.  Leslie Fourqurean moved to approve the minutes of the May 19 conference call as presented seconded by Martha Newby.  Motion carried.  Martha Newby moved to approve the minutes of the June 12 conference call with the correction:  Change name on page 4, item 5 from Joy Edwards to Linda Smith.  Shelley Isenberg seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Stephanie Young said the June’s financial report wasn’t ready to print.  She gave us the June 30 balance which is on the annual financial report.  We have made $1,100.00 profit to date on the sale of tee shirts.  Two more counties have yet to pay for their order.  The donations to date were announced:  $1,900.00 to date.  Allen and Woodford County will submit their donations later this month.
Stephanie Young presented the Annual Financial Report for review.  Linda Smith moved to approve the report and to present it for approval to the membership at the annual business meeting tomorrow.  Leslie Fourqurean seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

BILLS TO BE PAID:

a. Pay the difference in donation of Nintendo Wii by Walmart to the KACDE Benevolence Fund – Stephanie Young moved for KACDE to pay the $77.00 difference between the cost of the Wii system and the Wii Fit component for the Benevolence Fund.  Linda Smith seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

b. Banker’s Advertising Company – $66.00 for 6 drawstring backpacks for the state winners in the Envirothon competition.  This bill was approved for payment in the June 12 minutes and the email vote in June. 
COMMITTEE REPORTS

Membership Committee Report – Membership Basket – We have more items for the handmade Membership Basket donated by Martha Newby.  Stephanie Hacker volunteered to place all the items in the basket after our meeting.  Each person renewing their membership or becoming a new or associate member will have their name placed in the drawing.  The drawing for the membership basket will be held at the banquet on Tuesday night.  
Welcome/Hospitality Committee – Stephanie has candles to place inside the star ceramic dishes for the new lady district employees and KACDE caps for the new male district employees.  She also has gum, wild flower seed packets, letter openers and books to place at each place setting.

Fundraising Committee Report – Review of Fundraising Activities

1. Booth schedule – The booth schedule was posted on the Share Point site.  We still need volunteers to man the booth at various times.  The booth schedule was passed around and it will be at the booth for signups tomorrow. 
2. Fundraising/Booth Procedures – Stephanie Young explained how we will have either a container or an envelope for the money for each fundraiser.  Brian brought tax receipt forms to be given to people donating items for the eBay fundraiser.

3. Nintendo Wii – Brian Hacker announced that his Walmart donated a $250 gift card which he in turn purchased the Wii and the Wii Fit.  The difference in the cost was $77 and that was taken care of in the Bills to be Paid section.  The Wii system is scheduled to be given away during the KACDE business luncheon tomorrow.  Leslie Fourqurean moved to change the drawing to the night of the banquet in order to raise more money for the benevolence fund.  Sandy Gay seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Awards Committee Report – Wanda Gilbert, Chair – Wanda hasn’t arrived yet.  Linda Smith nominated Sandy Gay, Lee/Owsley County, for the Area 9 Kentucky Shine Award.  Leslie Fourqurean seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  The Board Choices for the three KY Shine Awards were discussed.  Sandy Gay moved to nominate Shelley Isenberg for July, Leslie Fourqurean for August and Terri Shaw for September.  Linda Smith seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
Nomination Committee Report – Linda Smith, Chair – Linda announced the officer elections will be held at the beginning of the annual business meeting and the installation of the officers will be conducted at the end of the meeting.  The nominees that have previously submitted a nomination will have their bio in a booklet available for each table and will be included on a PowerPoint slide show.  Ballots will be available if there are any nominations from the floor and these people will be given a few minutes to speak.

NCDEA Report – Linda Smith, NCDEA Treasurer, has included her report in the booklet that will be given out at the annual meeting.  Her highlights will be the people from Kentucky mentioned in the report which includes Jessica Cornett, NCDEA Web Editor, and the student from Kentucky who received one of the $500 Don Aron Scholarships.  This student will be recognized at our annual meeting and will be presented a certificate and pin.  She encouraged district employees and supervisors to send in nominees for the Employee Choice Award.
SECDEA Fundraisers – Stephanie Young, SECDEA Special Projects Chair – Tickets will be available at our booth for the BOSE 4-CD changer.  This sound system will be given away in August at the South East NACDmeeting in South Carolina.  Martha Newby reported we still have 6 or 7 of the SECDEA cookbooks to sell and only 2 of our cookbooks.  We are out of the paper our other cookbooks were printed on.  We will need to try to locate a similar paper.  A suggestion was made to check Goodwill.  Sometimes business will donate paper to them. 
OLD BUSINESS

1. Results of Email Vote on State Envirothon Team Awards – Brian Hacker said the motion was made and seconded during the June 12 conference call to purchase backpacks for the state Envirothon winners.  A vote was taken by email and the motion carried.  These awards will be presented during the KACD Convention Education Awards on Monday evening.
NEW BUSINESS

1. Statement of Conservation Partnership Agreement – A copy of the new document was reviewed.  Brian Hacker explained that by signing this agreement we are officially partners and that District Employees in Kentucky will have a representative on the regional and state levels.  Stephanie Young moved to approve our President to sign the partnership agreement seconded by Martha Newby.  Motion carried.  The Kentucky Conservation Partnership Agreement will be signed with Natural Resources Conservation Service, the Division of Conservation, the Soil & Water Commission, KACD, and the Kentucky Association of Conservation District Employees during the first afternoon session at 1:00 PM on Monday during Mr. Tom Perrin’s address.  The signatures of the Kentucky Conservation Partnership leaders reflect their endorsement of the vision and guiding principles contained in this agreement and their commitment to work together to advance conservation objectives throughout the Commonwealth of Kentucky and the nation. 
2. Business Luncheon and Annual Meeting – Our meeting will need to be streamlined due to the fact we will be signing the new conservation agreement at 1:00 PM.  At this time we don’t know if the luncheon will be a buffet or plated.  If we have a buffet, the officers will need to go first. All award recipients will be called up at once and a group picture will be taken.

3. Year in Review Accomplishments – There will be a slide show running during our luncheon highlighting our accomplishments over the past year.  This will also be Brian Hacker’s Annual Report.

4. Invitation to join Kentucky Agricultural Council – Brian Hacker informed the Board that we have been invited to join the Kentucky Agricultural Council.  This is an honor and there is no membership fee.  We will be added to their membership list.
5. Donation request to support KACD Stewardship Program – Steve Coleman asked if KACDE would like to donate to the cost of refreshments served during the Stewardship Program.  After discussion, it was decided not to donate this year because we did not budget for this expense.

Our next conference call will be Monday, July 20 at 10:00 a.m.  With no further business to discuss the meeting was adjourned at 12:00 a.m. with a motion from Leslie Fourqurean seconded by Stephanie Young.  Motion carried.
