President Brian Hacker called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m. EST.  He thanked everyone for their work during the KACD convention and commented on how smoothly the Annual Business Luncheon ran this year.  

Linda Russell emailed the minutes of July 12 minutes to the Governing Board.  Linda Smith moved to approve the minutes seconded by Stephanie Young.   Motion carried.

KACDE Sponsorship Update:  Stephanie Young emailed the June Register Report during the conference call.  We have received $2800 to date in donations.  Two checks were received this weekend, those of Allen County for $300 and Woodford County for $250.  Cumberland County will be sending $50 and Union County, $300.  

Fundraising Committee Report:  The various fundraisers totaled:  Kentucky State Park Pass - $259, Wii (for our Benevolence Fund) - $437 of which $360 is clear profit, Jewelry - $95, Membership - $667, Calendars - $90, Cookbooks - $60, Tote Bags - $5, KACDE Caps - $10, Blankets - $20, Name Badges - $16.  Brian Hacker announced the winners of the following:  Phyllis Amyx, Wolfe County, won the Wii and Wii Fit Gaming System, and Shirley Carmickle, the wife of Harold Carmickle, a supervisor in Woodford County, won the Membership Basket.

Benevolence Fund Update:  The KACDE Benevolence Fund now has a total of $767.17.  We need $1000 before we can begin taking applications.

Awards Committee: Brian Hacker announced all the Kentucky Shine Award winners in the last fiscal year as follows:  Tom Wagner, Shelby Kelly, Charlotte Lawson, Stephanie Young, Mary Kathryn Dickerson, Valorie Tipton, Jennifer Hardwick, Sharon Hunt, Sandy Gay, Leslie Fourqurean, Shelley Isenberg, and Terri Shaw.  Since we are in the Partnership now and KACD, Soil and Water Conservation Commission, and NRCS gives recognition awards at the annual KACD banquet, do we want to recognize a District Employee of the Year also?  After discussion, Joy Edwards moved that KACDE  recognize the District Employee Choice Award Winner, selected in September of the previous year, if approved by the Partnership.  Wanda Gilbert seconded the motion.  Motion carried.  Brian Hacker will inquire about presenting this award during the Awards Banquet at next year’s KACD Convention.

Envirothon Team Presentation:  The winning team from Madison County was unable to attend the KACD convention.  Their backpacks, which we sponsored, were given to them at a later time.  We will try to get a photo of them with their backpacks for our newsletter.

Conservation Partner Agreement:  Brian Hacker said he would send us a signed copy via email for our records or for display in our local offices.

KACD Convention and KACDE Business Luncheon Review/Suggestions:  There was a problem taking photos of the Conservation District Boards that made a donation to KACDE.  There were too many in the photo.  Next year, we may have an area set aside just for photos and that way each Board can have their individual photo taken.  We also need to be sure to set up good lighting before hand.  The lighting is usually poor in the meeting rooms.  There was a suggestion to also have the PowerPoint slideshow of our annual activities in a more central location for better viewing.  The wall opposite of the head table was suggested.  The food was good at the luncheon however the sandwich was slightly difficult to handle for officers seated at the head table.

KACDE Committee Review/Update:  Brian Hacker is working on updating our committees list.  We will be adding a new one, the Conduit Committee, which will oversee the grant requests.  Brian asked for volunteers that were on the conference call.  Joy Edwards, Brian Hacker, Sandy Gay, Stephanie Young and Martha Newby volunteered.  If anyone else wants to serve they will have a chance to signup and the list will be reviewed again at the meeting before the Jabez convention.

KACDE Annual Convention in September Review/Update:  Linda Smith announced she lost all her QuickBooks lessons and SECDEA history she had been working on from her jump drive.  She will do her best to have something ready for the convention.   Sandy Gay has spoken to Jane Eller about speaking about Conservation Education and Ms. Eller is checking her calendar to see if she can attend.  Sandy will also contact her field rep, Anthony, about teaching Quicken.   The draft agenda for Jabez was reviewed.  The concurrent sessions may change.  If anyone signs up for the Rain Barrel 101 session, and if they want to purchase a rain barrel, they need to be aware they will be responsible for transporting it home.  Our Walmart grant that we didn’t get was going to pay for these, so now we will have to charge for them to pay for the fittings, etc.  Joy Edwards will send an email survey to see how many people will be interested in buying a rain barrel for their own use or for an educational purpose so we will know whether to have the class.  Martha Newby will check on the price of the fittings from her extension office.

Joy Edwards made the suggestion that each Board member could make a basket and donate these to the EBay fundraiser.  The mid-year meeting may be a good time to focus on this.
